1. Set SW9 as follows:
Pin 1 – UP

Pin 2 – Down

Light should be on PROM Config

2. From ISE select “Generate PROM, ACE, or JTAG File” under the Generate Programming File option.
a. Select “Prepare a PROM File” -> Next

b. Select “XCFP PROM with Design Revisioning”, specify a PROM File Name, -> Next

c. Select 2 revisions, wcf32p, Add -> Next -> Finish

d. Add file to revision 0 (this won’t actually flash due to golden prom write protection), select no on whether to add another design file
e. Add file to revision 1, select no on whether to add another design file

f. Select generate file, click no to compress file

3. Go to impact, configure device with JTAG

a. Add mcs to prom file, bypass on the ACE and FPGA
b. Right click on PROM, click program
i. Select verify, parallel mode, go…
c. Hold reset button for 2 seconds, program should load from PROM
d. Test to “just to be sure” by turning board off then back on. If light “PROM CONFIG” is on, it should work right away, if “JTAG CONFIG” is on, it shouldn’t load until you load the program via JTAG.
