Here is a test program for your use in testing UDP datagrams.  It is a simple executable I have also included the Visual Studio 2005 project (for those who have that compile and wish to rebuild it).
 
To use the program, run it from a DOS command window.  The syntax is simple:
 
C:> UDPTester <my port> <destination machine> <destination port>
 
Where :
<my port> is the port on your computer that you want the program to listen on.
<destination machine> is either a machine name or IP address of the destination machine you want to send messages to
<destination port> is the port number the destination machine is listening on
 
After you run the program, it will receive any UDP datagrams sent to the appropriate port and print them.  It will also allow you to type any line of text and it will forward it to the destination.
 
You can test it on two machines (or the same machine in two DOS windows).  For example, you could run:
 
On machine 1 (at IP address 192.168.1.115):
  UDPTester 1500 192.168.1.116 1501
(It will now listen on port 1500 and talk to the other machine on port 1501
 
 
On machine 2 (at IP address 192.168.1.116):
  UDPTester 1501 192.168.1.116 1500
(It will now listen on port 1501 and talk to the other machine on port 1500
 
You can now type lines of text on either machine and they will send datagrams to each other.
